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HOW TO ACCESS PBSKIDS PROGRAMMING IN SPANISH

Did you know that Clifford The Big Red Dog, The Berenstain Bears, and the characters from Dragon Tales, Maya and Miguel, and Cyberchase are bilingual?  ¡Sí, hablan English y español!

Eight offers an enhanced audio signal as part of the second audio program (SAP).  The SAP feature allows Eight to broadcast a Spanish language version of Dragon Tales, Clifford the Big Red Dog, The Berenstain Bears, Maya and Miguel, and Cyberchase.  (Sesame Street’s Spanish version Plaza Sesamo is broadcast Sundays on Eight.) 

Turning the SAP feature on or off is different for each TV manufacturer. Most sets have an on-screen menu activated by using the remote control.  Some remote controls have a button labeled MTS, SAP or AUDIO.  Here are a few things to remember:


The SAP feature is only on television sets or VCRs that are stereo.


Before trying to change the SAP, be sure you're changing the setting of your TV set and not the VCR.  Turning off the power to your VCR will eliminate confusion.


If your remote has a button labeled MTS, SAP or AUDIO, try pressing this button in succession to cycle through the various audio modes.


If there is no button on the remote control, press the MENU button to bring up your TV's on-screen menu and look for an option labeled AUDIO.

IF YOU HAVE NO AUDIO, YOU MAY BE WATCHING A PROGRAM THAT DOES NOT USE THE SAP FEATURE - CHECK TO SEE IF SAP HAS BEEN SELECTED.
